Sizzling Succulents 
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SUCCULENT BASICS

Store water in their leaves

Best grown in full-part sun 
Actively grow in heat of summer

Low fertility needs

Prefer WELL DRAINED (not dry) soil 

Keep dry over winter 

Store in a warm, dry environment during winter
Some are winter hardy

The prettiest ones are frost tender 

It is okay to TREAT THEM LIKE AN ANNUAL- shopping is fun!
